Directions to Derry Presbyterian Church 
 
From PA Turnpike: Take the Donegal Exit and after paying the toll make a left 
onto Route 31 North.  Travel approximately ½ mile and make a left onto Route 711 
North.  After traveling approximately ½ mile Route 711 North will take a hard right.  
After making the hard right, follow Route 711 North approximately 8 miles to a traffic 
light.  This will be the intersection of Route 711 and Route 30.  Make a left turn onto 
Route 30 West.  You will go straight through a traffic light (Giant Eagle will be on the 
right).  Continue on Route 30 West approximately 7-8 miles to another traffic light.  This 
will be the intersection of Route 30 and Route 217.  Turn right onto Route 217 North.   
(Make sure to watch the road signs because this road has a number of “hard” turns.)     
Stay on Route 217 North for approximately 5-6 miles to traffic light (Rite Aid will be on 
the left).   Go straight through this traffic light and over the bridge.  Turn right at the end 
of the bridge and go one block. Turn right onto North Chestnut Street.  The church is at 
the end of the first block, at the corner of North Chestnut and Third Streets.  Enter the 
church on the Third Street side of the new wing.  
 
From Route 30: Route 30 to Route 217.    Turn onto Route 217 North.  (Make sure to 
watch the road signs because this road has a number of “hard” turns.)    Stay on Route 
217 North for approximately 5-6 miles to traffic light (Rite Aid will be on the left).   Go 
straight through this traffic light and over the bridge.  Turn right at the end of the bridge 
and go one block. Turn right onto North Chestnut Street.  The church is at the end of the 
first block, at the corner of North Chestnut and Third Streets.  Enter the church on the 
Third Street side of the new wing. 
 
From Route 22:  Route 22 to Route 217.  Turn onto Route 217 South.  Stay on Route 
217 South for approximately 7-9 miles.  Turn left onto North Chestnut Street.  (There is a 
dentist office on the right at this intersection.)  The church is at the end of the first block, 
at the corner of North Chestnut and Third Streets.  Enter the church on the Third Street 
side of the new wing.
