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Manual of the Presbytery of Redstone

CHAPTER 1
1.1000 THE PRESBYTERY: Description and Meetings

1.1001 The name of the Presbytery shall be the Presbytery of Redstone of the Presbyterian
Church (USA), with the general geographical boundaries the amties of Cambria,
Fayette, Somerset, and Westmoreland (Commonwealth of Pennsylvania).

1.1002 The Presbytery is a part of the Synod of the Trinity of the Presbyterian Church (USA),
and is incorporated under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania ahshall
maintain an office within the bounds of the Presbytery.

1.1003 The Presbytery shall meet in regular session during the months of March, May,
September and November. The March meeting normally will be held during the day on
the Saturday followingthe third Tuesday of the month. The May meeting normally will
be held in the late afternoon and evening on the third Tuesday of the month. The
September meeting normally will be held in the early afternoon and evening on the third
Tuesday of the month. TheNovember meeting will be held during the day of the third
Tuesday of the month.

1.1004 The Presbytery shall also meet in district meetings in each of the four districts of
Presbytery of Redstone on a semi-annual basis. Two churches in each district wilko-host
these district meetings.

a. One meeting will normally occur in the time period from December through
February, and the second meeting will normally occur in the time period from June
through August. Districts do have the option of combining their netings in one
location.

b. Presbytery program staff will provide the networking structure for these meetings and
will normally attend each of the district gatherings.

c. These meetings are opportunities for fellowship, growth, exchanging of ideas, service
and training and may focus on a wide range of topics, such as: mission projects,
Vacation Bible School, officer training, stewardship training, worship and music.

d. While these meetings are not normally held for the business of the Presbytery, items
of business may need to occur occasionally at these district meetings. When this
occurs, the procedure shall be adhered to for the appropriate 16day notification to
the entire Presbytery, and the requirements for a quorum shall be met in order to
conduct the busines specified in the call of the meeting.

1.1005 The Presbytery Council shall take any necessary action for setting of dates, times, and

places of meetings, including the coordination of the district meetings and of two eloost
churches from each distri¢ for the district meetings.
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
